2. Booth/display shall be set up by 11 a.m. on Friday, 
May 1, 2009. Set-up begins at 7 a.m. on Friday, 
May 1, 2009.

3. Display shall not extend beyond the assigned space; 
disturb the aisles or other exhibits.

4. Booth shall remain open and be staffed during Expo hours 
as stated on registration form.

5. Booths are to remain open until the close of the Expo 
(Saturday, May 2, 7 p.m.) and not dismantled before 
that time.

6. Cincinnati Marathon, Inc. will assign booths at its 
discretion. Space assignments are subject to reasonable 
changes made by Cincinnati Marathon, Inc.

7. No refunds shall be paid to any Exhibitor who fails to 
occupy its assigned space for any reason other than 
a failure of the Marathon to provide exhibition space. 
In the event that the Marathon is unable to provide
